Categories
A, B and Men C and Women C categories only – riders can self-select
Entry
Entry fee is $20 each event or $50 for the series
Please see Zone4.ca for registration link.
All riders contesting the event must have a valid ABA or UCI road license
Sign On and License Check
Although you must upload an image of your license to register, please bring it to sign on.
One number is required, lower back right side. We will provide numbers and pins. Please keep your number for each race in the series.
Sign on will start at noon each race day and be open until ½ hr before your start time.
Course Description
The Edmonton Spring Series course is at Ivor Dent Sports Fields, located at 50 St and Ellerslie Rd. Access to the facility is off 50 street only. Follow the signs to the course and for parking. 
The course is a flat 6 corner L shaped criterium about 600 m in length. Pavement is good and will be swept or blown off. The course may have to be changed depending on weather.

Rules & Regulations
UCI/CCC/ABA regulations will apply. Riders are responsible to read & understand these. They can be found here. 

Receiving permission to host road events is becoming extremely challenging; only through preparing and submitting for approval. Further the ABA and race organizer are committed to providing a safe environment for all participants.  It is therefore of the utmost importance that you adhere to the rules and regulations. Please understand that your cooperation is essential to ensure that this event will be safe and fair for all participants.

Rider Conduct
Unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated, including but not limited to public urination, littering, use of profane language and verbal abuse of officials. Bottles and trash are not to be discarded. 
First Aid 
There will be basic first aid available on site.  911 service is available at the race site. The nearest hospital is Grey Nuns Hospital. Distance is under 5 km.
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Prizes and such:

There will be placings for riders to at least 7 deep and podiums but there will be no prizes other than some fun stuff.

The organizer will keep track of points for the series on a 10/8/6/4/2/1/1 basis.
